It is with a heavy heart that I share the news that our therapy dog, Bailey, has
suddenly passed away due to an unforeseen health condition. Bailey has been
reading with students that struggle with academics and/or anxiety. Reading with
Bailey each week provided students with a positive, relaxing and safe
environment to practice reading skills. We have chosen to inform you as the
parents first to let you determine the best way to inform your child about Bailey.
We do not currently have a replacement for Bailey, but will be working with Pet
Partners of Greater Cincinnati to find another therapy dog to work with our
students. If your child has any problems or questions, our school psychologist,
Mrs. Dallal is a wonderful resource. Please reach out and let me know if you
would like your child to speak with her.
