COOK’S CURRICULUM CORNER

In the library, junior high students worked on a STEM activity known as a Marble Run. This activity
required students to use critical thinking skills to design a maze considering lengths, angles, velocity,
and acceleration to allow a marble to pass through an entire maze successfully. The students used the
engineering process to problem solve and perfect their mazes! It was fun to see their creativity and
hear shrieks of joy when their design was successful!
